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Celebrating Inclusivity Through Art: World Unseen Photography Exhibition Opens 
at KNLS

F rom December 3rd to 8th, 2024, the Kenya National Library Service (KNLS), in partnership with Canon 
Central & North Africa and The Kenya Society for the Blind, proudly hosted the World Unseen Pho-
tography Exhibition at Maktaba Kuu, Sanaa Centre.

The exhibition, which coincided with the International Day for Persons with Disabilities on December 3rd, was 
a groundbreaking showcase of inclusivity, innovation, and the transformative power of technology. Visitors 
experienced tactile photographs enhanced with braille and audio descriptions, offering a multi-sensory experi-
ence that redefined how art can be appreciated by individuals with visual impairments.

The event was celebrated as a significant step toward making art universally accessible. Speaking during the 
launch, KNLS CEO Dr. Charles Nzivo remarked, “This exhibition demonstrates how creativity and technology 
can bridge gaps, ensuring that no one is left out of the artistic experience. It’s a testament to our commitment 
to fostering inclusivity in all spaces.”

Canon Central & North Africa, known for its innovative imaging solutions, emphasized its dedication to creating 
meaningful societal impact. Canon Regional Manager highlighted, “This exhibition is a celebration of diversity 
and the belief that art is a language everyone should experience.”

The Kenya Society for the Blind also lauded the initiative, noting how partnerships like this help to amplify 
awareness about accessibility challenges while showcasing practical solutions.

The World Unseen Photography Exhibition drew diverse audiences, from art enthusiasts and students to indi-
viduals with disabilities, all of whom were inspired by the unique approach to showcasing photography. Visitors 
shared heartfelt feedback, with many describing it as a transformative and thought-provoking experience that 
deepened their understanding of accessibility and inclusion.

As the exhibition closed on December 8th, it left behind an enduring legacy of the power of collaboration and 
innovation in building a more inclusive world
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On 4th November 2024, the Kenya National Library Service (KNLS) proudly hosted the former U.S. 
Ambassador to Kenya, H.E. Meg Whitman, for the grand launch of American Corner Mtaani, a dy-
namic cultural and information hub designed to empower young entrepreneurs and start-ups in

The event, also attended by Principal Secretary Ummi Bashir, KNLS CEO Dr. Charles Nzivo, and other distin-
guished guests, marked a significant milestone in strengthening diplomatic and cultural ties between Kenya 
and the United States. This partnership underscores a shared commitment to innovation, education, and com-
munity development.

American Corner Mtaani is part of the U.S. government’s global network of cultural and information centers, 
providing a collaborative space where Kenya’s youth can access valuable resources, training, and mentorship 
to enhance their entrepreneurial and creative pursuits. Speaking at the event, former Ambassador Whitman 
emphasized its importance: “American Corner Mtaani represents our shared vision of equipping young people 
with the tools they need to shape a brighter future. Through this space, we aim to foster innovation, collabora-
tion, and mutual understanding between our nations.”

The addition of American Corner Mtaani brings the total number of these centers in Kenya to six, joining others 
in Nairobi, Nakuru, Mombasa, and Lamu. These hubs provide access to educational resources, technology, 
and events designed to promote creativity and professional growth.

The workshop delved into the fundamentals of drone technology, exploring its diverse applications and the 
transformative potential it holds for industries such as agriculture, delivery services, disaster management, 
and more. Participants, many of whom were beginners, gained valuable insights into how drones operate 
and their impact on the future.

The session featured practical demonstrations, allowing attendees to experience the thrill of operating 
drones firsthand. The hands-on approach and engaging delivery by facilitators ensured a fun and educa-
tional experience for all.

One participant shared their enthusiasm: “I’ve always been curious about drones, but this workshop made 
the technology feel approachable and exciting.
